FALSE TEACHINGS OF CHRIST'SCOMING
Matthew 24:24-28 & 2 Peter 3:2-4

"False prophet will arise...if they say, Behold he isin the secret chamber, believe it not." Matthew 24:24-28
"Scoffers will come saying where is the promise of His coming?' 2 Peter 3:2-4

There are in the Christian community today great differencesin views of the Coming of the Lord. Noneisso
dangerous as the belief that the Lord has ALREADY come. Jehovah's Witnesses have championed this nonsense
for years. Now there is a new movement among evangelicals to claim that the Lord's Second Coming is already
past. Thishowever is not new. The Apostle Paul battled against such rumors doctrines that changed the truth of
God into alie. Wetoday need to be just as tenacious in our defense of the literal coming of Jesus Christ. Jude 1:3
exhorts us "It is needful that | write unto you, and exhort that you should earnestly contend for the faith once
delivered to the saints.” We need to be skillful in our knowledge of the Word of God and sharp in our
interpretation skills to avoid falling into error and heresy.

In this lesson we will explore some of the false teachings concerning the Second Coming of Christ, and give you
solid biblical evidence with which to defend this historical and foundational truth.

FALSE TEACHERS

One of the signs of the Lord's coming is false teachers (prophets) who say the Lord aready came. "Look, heis
here, or look heisin the secret chamber" Jesus affirmed, "BELIEVE IT NOT!" Sometimes these teachers are way
out and their teachings to us are apparent and clearly heretical. Other times however they are quite sinister and

cleverly devised so that even the average bible reader might be allured into this trap. Here are some of the false
teachings.

FALSE PROPHECIES OF THE END

There are few subjects of Scripture that cause more controversy and confusion than that of PROPHECIES OF THE
END TIMES. Myriads of books are written each succeeding generation that purport to shed new light or
revelation on the events surrounding the second coming of Jesus.

There are two most recently published and circulated that | will mention here. The first was afew years ago by a
man who believed that he had broken the numerology of the Scriptures and figured out the exact date of the
coming of Jesus. It was so blatant an attempt to corner the market on Prophecy that | kept it for later illustration of
well meaning error. Thetitle of his booklet THE DAY AND HOUR JESUSWILL RETURN. (subtitle: no
scripture tells us we cannot know when the rapture will occur... the exact month and day Jisus will return was
recorded by Moses 3,500 years ago. It was followed after 1988 by a sequel entitled THE FINAL SHOUT
RAPTURE REPORT, published to explain "What went wrong in 1988 - and why?"

The second is a booklet most recently produced, (and wisely not published) by a correspondence friend of mine
from New York State. He meticulously studied Scriptural prophecies comparing them to Apocryphal propheciesto
come up with the Antichrist appearing in June to the end of 1990! He believes(d) Antichrist to be the resurrected
John F. Kennedy, who he still believes to be alive and held in Poland.

It isjust such prophetic gymnastics (tom foolery) that makes a mockery of the real coming of Jesus Christ. Perhaps
that is part of the fulfillment of prophecy which says"Many shall say 'Here heis, or There heisl™ Or perhaps the
prophecy of many mocking his coming when they hear so many false reports!

God has not revealed these prophecies of the END TIMES for us to play guessing games, number games, or
write books guessing the date. In fact Jesus made it very clear that NO MAN knows the day or the hour not even
THE SON OF GOD! Hisemphasisisthat HE WILL COME, not When He Will Come! The prophecies serve to
support the truth of God's word that when these things come to pass men might believe. Furthermore, they serve
aswarnings to THE CHURCH to be ready for in the hour that you least expect it he
will come.

It is not our purpose then in this study to second guess the time of the Second Coming of Christ. It israther to
expose the reality of his SOON appearing that you may warn the world to be ready. It is good for the saints of God
to have a handle on these prophecies and the chronology of events of HIS COMING so that you can share Christ in
the midst of aterrorized world.

In this series | want to bring you an outline of human history so as to avoid an exhaustive series of 24 consecutive
messages on the end times (which would not be inconceivable if we would deal with all the theories and view.)
Instead | think it important that you have a thumbnail sketch of THINGS TO COME, and we will leave the rest for
you to pursue in smaller study groups or on your own.

Scriptures Related to the Second Coming

Thereis hardly abiblical doctrine that is more clearly witness to in the scriptures than that of the Second Coming
of Christ. There are 300 Old Testament prophecies concerning the first coming of Christ, but there are more than
500 prophecies concerning the Second coming in both the Old and New Testaments. Every New Testament book
except four speak of the Second Coming and of those four three are one chapter letters .
